Members Speak:

What Do You Do When... ?

Alright, here’s a question that would throw most amateur magicians off guard: what do you do
when, in the middle of your linking rings routine, you hand your young spectator two of the rings to
examine and make sure he can't link, and he hands them back to you linked? I'll tell you what you
don’t do: panic. Like | did at the dress rehearsal for the school talent show in 8" grade. Luckily it
wasn't the actual performance, but it was close enough, being mere hours away, and | still made a
fool out of myself in front of the few people that were there.

The first thing | thought when the kid handed me the rings to the laughs of the audience, was that |
had messed up. | began nervously checking the rings | still had: no, | had given him two solid,
unlinked rings. Next came pure confusion, which the audience also found quite entertaining. This
boy had literally done the impossible: perhaps | had another magician on my hands? Finally, after
reclaiming the rings from the boy, | realized that he had broken one of them (accidentally, | would
assume) and linked them in as sneaky a fashion as | was about to do. | dismissed the boy, and
walked, embarrassed, off stage.

The next few hours were spent recreating a routine that incorporated two key rings. However, |
was unable to do this until | realized that this whole thing was, in fact, my fault. |, the magician,
should have been prepared for every possible situation, no matter how unlikely. And | should have
been able to improvise the first time: after all, the audience found my confusion hysterical, and |
ended up using it to my advantage in the final routine. The moral of the story, which | found out the
hard way, is that anything can happen in your routine, and you have to be able to adapt. Just
because you have a basic script, doesn’t mean you have to follow it like an actor. Know what
you’re doing well enough to be able to adjust it at will. This is one of the many qualities that make a
great magician.
