To introduce the feature prop of
the evening, Bill began by having a stack of business cards magically rise from his sport
coat breast pocket. After demonstrating the hook up, Bill presented a number of effects
using business cards including Business Card Cardiographic, 3 ways to go out to a
business lunch (ltsy Bitsy Spider, Dice, Initially Yours), Ice Cream (using the properties
of a friction pen), Stop Me Here and the Tenkai Manipulation for vanish and

appearance.

We also took a look at what elements make a good business card for entertainers by doing a business card critic. | am happy
to say, that my card received good marks for layout, content and retainability!

After a short break we had a few club member contributions including: DJ brought in his collection of 2500 bc’s, Ben
performed ‘Selectric Deck’ , new club member Dave demonstrated some theory for producing your card, Randy Bernstein
showed us a simple yet awesome business card levitation effect and Brian Carter performed “Knot A Card Trick” by Brian

Daniel, a card trick easily adaptable to business cards.

If you are interested in learning how these effects, or many more are done, make sure you attend the workshop events.

You want to buy a new trick but you don't know if it's worth the money. Or will the effect or gimmick work for
your type of magic. The problem in magic lately has been a trick that looks great on film, but does not stand
up in live performances. You know them. | won't mention any names. But there are tricks that come along that
will be able to knock your socks off when you realize how the effect is executed, and blow your audience
away with wonder. This trick is Ultracinese by Leonardo Milanesi. | purchased this trick from P.J.’s Trick
Shop.

The effect is simple you show a small nut and bolt. You hand it out to be examined. You ask your audience to
thread the nut onto the bolt. Then with nothing in your hands you hold the bolt with two fingers in clear sight.
And ask if your audience wants the nut to thread on or off the bolt. What ever they say you will be able to
perform their request. You can also stop the nut from moving at any time. This is all controlled by the
performer. Now | know what you're thinking. Magnets. No magnets are used. You can perform this trick using
brass nuts and bolts or plastic nuts and bolts. So if there are no magnets there must be thread. No thread.
This device is so clever that you will be amazed how well it works. | have performed this trick about 20 times
and no one has ever guessed how it is done. Gimmicked nut and bolt. No your audience can keep the nut
and bolt as a souvenir. All you have to do is get to your nearest Home Depot or hardware store and stock up
on more nuts and bolts. Your cost is about 30 cents. The only problem | have is that the device itself does
limit your wardrobe. But this can be worked out. Cost. Well the cost is $250 dollars. This is a big price tag. But
this trick plays big. And as we know in magic the big effects usually have big price tags. The price will also
keep that kid down the street who works at Starbucks from getting it and calling himself a ‘magician’. My
advice is if you do mentalism or you just want a new effect that will leave your audience wondering how?
How? How?. Get this and enjoy it.

A huge congratulation goes out to former Chicago area Magician Dan Sperry for his fantastic performances on America's
Got Talent. Dan, a gothic styled magician who performs shock illusions, won his spot on AGT after submitting a
YouTube clip of him performing his version of Sean Fields "Saw." Once Dan hit the stage, his charisma and shock value
shone like a shooting star. From an immediate appearance of a dove from a mask on his face performed to death metal,
the atmosphere changed dramatically as the music faded to Perry Como's "Magic Moments." Dan gracefully stepped off
stage, to stand before the judges Howie Mandel, Sharon Osbourne, and Pierce Morgan. There, he swallowed a
Lifesaver breath mint, grabbed a handful of dental floss, and began to saw into his neck. After successfully removing
the mint from his throat, Dan gracefully tossed the used dental floss towards Judge Howie Mandel, a known
germaphobe. A startled Mandel ran from the desk, as Judge Sharon Osbourne nearly wet herself with laughter. This
performance moved Dan on to the next week. Unfortunately, that's where Dan's run on America's Got Talent would end.
After performing an illusion with host Nick Cannon where Dan cut his arm off, autographed it, and returned it to the
rightful place on Nick's body, the judges and America voted that Dan's performance was not what they had expected,
and unfortunately booted him from the show. All in all though, Dan made a significant name for himself these past few
weeks in America, and | can bet you that if you talk to anyone who watches AGT and, and you mention his hame, people
will talk your ear off.
