TERMS OF THE MONTH
260 - This balloon has a 2-inch diameter,
measuring 60-inches in length. The 260 balloon is
the balloon most commonly used to make balloon
animals.

Burp - Releasing a small amount of air from a
balloon after inflation and before tying. This
softens the balloon and can make it easier to twist
and easier to tie.

Lock Twist - Take the ends of 2 simple twists and
pull them together to form 2 side-by-side bubbles.
Rotate them 360 degrees to lock in place. Used
for making the dogs ears and legs.

Twister - A balloon entertainer’s slang for an
individual who twists or manipulates balloons into
